The Tour Auto Optic 2ooo and German manufacturer, BMW, are 
inseparable. The sporty cars from Munich have been partners of the 
rally since 2011 so they are as well represented among the 
participants as they are among the road-closing cars with two 
exceptional aces: Ari Vatanen and François Chatriot. Among the 
BMWs entered it’s impossible not to spotlight the magnificent 507 
from 1959, which has been exceptionally allowed out of the BMW 
museum in Germany. It will be in the masterly hands of Lucas-
Chapatte (#89). Another to watch out for is the very quick M1 Procar
